On 17 April 2022, Singapore’s 5th desalination

plant, the Jurong Island Desalination Plant (JIDP),

was launched at the SIWW 2022. The plant is

capable of producing up to 30 million gallons of

potable water daily. It is 5 per cent more energy-

efficient than conventional desalination plants, as

its co-location with Tuas Power’s Tembusu Multi-

Utilities Complex (TMUC) allows JIDP to leverage

TMUC’s existing infrastructure for seawater intake.
